When you’re studying Japanese in a class, you learn by the schedules and homework that the
teacher gives out, but the stuff you have to review on your own is important, too. It's easy to
understand how to do the homework correctly, but the way of studying the things you study on
your own is probably a bit challenging. When a student starts studying, he or she might not
know what things they should read or try. With this guide, we will teach you a good method of
practicing by yourself. First, you will investigate your goals and the things you must do. After you
look into this, you will think of the things which if you study every day you will be able to do your
goals, and then you will make a schedule. If you study a little bit every day by this schedule, you
might very well become better at Japanese than your classmates who do not study every day.
Since studying even when the deadline is far seems a bit rough, things that improve your
motivation are important, and and we will teach about them in this guide.

If you are reading a book, you don’t’ worry even if you don’t remember everything in the book.
But, in the case of a class, because grades are important students often worry and get angry if
they forget something. Of course, self-practice is a part of a class, but because it has no grade,
even if you forget half of what you studied in the beginning you will probably be fine. If you
memorize half of what you don’t remember yet, in one week you will be able to remember 99%
(100% x (1 — 0.57) = 99.2%). Therefore, even if you just quickly read your flashcards once
every day, your method of study will be very good compared to reviewing a lot the day before
the test.
